COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The focus of secondary mathematics 2 is on quadratic expressions, equations, and functions.  It compares their characteristics and behavior to those of linear and exponential relationships from secondary mathematics 1.

MATERIALS

Each student will need a pencil, paper, and a binder in which to keep notes and any handouts, quizzes or tests.  A graphing calculator is required for this course.  These can be rented, while supplies last.  The cost is $20 for the year (batteries not included). 
DAILY ASSIGNMENTS & TESTING

Assignments will be given on a daily basis.  They may consist of related worksheets, computer activities, or associated textbook exercises.  Assignments may also include class activities and portfolios.  Each assignment is generally due the next day in class.  Work turned in after the due date will receive reduced credit.  No assignments accepted after unit test.
--Makeup Assignments-Excused Absences

Example: if your son/daughter is gone Monday and returns on Wednesday, the assignment that was due on Monday is due the day he/she returns.  The assignment given on the day the student is absent is due within 3 school days after returning to school.  Please free to contact me if there are extenuating circumstances.
--Tests

If the student has an excused absence on a test day, the student will have 3 school days after returning to school to make-up the test. 

--Truancy/Unexcused absence
No make-up assignments or make-up tests are available for truancy/unexcused absences.

GRADING

Grades will be calculated under the following guidelines: 60% Tests, quizzes, and projects; 40% Assignments.  The following grading scale will be used:

1 TRUANCY = NG. Two Attendance School sessions required per truancy

3 Absences = NG. One Attendance School session required per absence.

4 Tardies = NG. One Attendance School session required per two tardies.
